Why REACH Works

Focused on solutions

In California, thousands of kids
pre-K through 12th grade are
currently homeless or living in

an unstable housing situation.
These students are at greater risk
of falling behind in the classroom
due to higher stress and anxiety,
limited quiet space to work on
homework at night, and having
to start over at a new school each
time their family moves.

Focused on success
After-school and summer
programs offer academic
assistance that improves school
attendance and performance,
provided by caring role models
who help them envision a
different future.* Current research
also shows that, for most kids,

a strong predictor of academic
success is the ability to handle
their own emotions and behavior.
This leads to success in personal
relationships, work and life.
